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1. INTRDUCTION

greater Vancouver region and create an
opportunity for the table tennis community to
meet and building future friendship, CCTTF will be
hosting the First Greater Vancouver Chinese
Friendship Table Tennis Tournament in the fall of
2008.

2. REGISTRATION

The Greater Vancouver Chinese Friendship
Championships will be held September at Kwantlen
Polytechnic University - Richmond Campus, British
Columbia.

Entry will be accepted only if it includes:

e Participant names and contact numbers

e Fees are paid in full

e Signature of participant or participant’s
parents or guardian if his/her is under 18.

e Team leader’s contact must include mailing
address, telephone, cell and email.

The tournament will be conducted in accordance
with the Rules and Regulations of the ITTF and
TTCAN.

3. EVENT RESTRICTIONS

e Fach Team can only have a maximum playing
rating of 3800 points.
o No gender differential.

4. ENTRY FEES FOR TEAM

$80.00 per team (3 tournament T-Shirts will be
provided for each team; extra shirts can be
purchased at a special price).

5. FORMAT — TEAM MATCHES

e All matches will be decided based on the best
three out of five games (including a compulsory
double)

e Each team will consist of 3 players. The order
of the games in a match will be: Avs X, BvsY, C
vsZ, AvsY, BvsX.

e The World Championship Team format will be
followed.

e The preliminary rounds of competition will be
based on a round robin format.

e The top 6 teams from the preliminary rounds
together with 2 teams from Alberta will play single
elimination for the final. The single elimination
competition will be carried out during the Canada
Cup final weekend to be held in November in
Vancouver. (BCIT)

6. DRAW

e The draw is to be held on September 15, 2008
at the CCTTF office in Richmond.

e There will be one top seed team in each group
during the preliminary rounds.

e The latest rating available at the time of the
draw will be used to determine the seeding
team of each group.

e Seeding for teams will be based upon the
combined total points of the three best players
in the team.

e Unrated players may be assigned an estimated
rating by the tournament referee.

8. MEETINGS

The Jury Meeting will be held at 8:00 a.m. on
Tuesday, September 16th at the venue and will be
chaired by the Tournament Referee.
